Introductory Statement:
This is the story of a man whose son was dying.  We do not know the precise nature of the son’s illness except that he had a high fever and was near the point of death.  We do not know the son’s name or his age but there is a hint in the text that he is not yet an adult.  The mother is not mentioned in this story but we can assume that she shared her husband’s profound concern.  This is how C. S. Lewis put it in A Grief Observed (p. 25):  You never know how much you really believe anything until its truth or falsehood becomes a matter of life and death to you.  It is easy to say you believe a rope to be strong and sound as long as you are merely using it to cord a box.  But suppose you had to hang by that rope over a precipice.  Wouldn’t you then first discover how much you really trusted it? … Only a real risk tests the reality of belief.
